In response to your recent request, we have reviewed the New York Natural Heritage
Program database with respect to an Environmental Assessment for the proposed 76-acre
Brickyard Development, site as indicated on the map you provided, located in the City of
Kingston, Ulster County.

Enclosed is a report of rare or state-listed animals and plants, significant natural
communities, and other significant habitats, which our databases indicate occur, or may
occur, on your site or in the immediate vicinity of your site. The information contained
in this report is considered sensitive and may not be released to the public without
permission from the New York Natural Heritage Program.

The presence of rare species may result in this project requiring additional permits,
permit conditions, or review. For further guidance, and for information regarding other permits
that may be required under state law for regulated areas or activities {(e.g., regulated wetlands),
please contact the appropriate NYS DEC Regional Office, Division of Environmental Permits, at
the enclosed address.

For most sites, comprehensive field surveys have not been conducted; the enclosed report
only includes records from our databases. We cannot provide a definitive statement on the
presence or absence of all rare or state-listed species or significant natural communities.

This responds to your letter of October 23, 2003, requesting information on the presence of
endangered or threatened species in the vicinity of the proposed 76-acres = Brickyard
Development in the City of Kingston, Ulster County, New York.

The Indiana bat (Myotis sodalis), a Federally listed endangered species, has been reported from
the vicinity of the proposed project. This species is typically associated with cave habitats for
hibernacula and trees with exfoliating bark for roosting. Suitable potential summer
roosting/maternity habitat is characterized by the following:

1.  dead or dying trees and snags, including lightning-struck trees, with exfoliating
bark greater than or equal to 5 inches diameter breast height (d.b.h.),

live trees, greater than or equal to 5 inches diameter breast height (d.b.h.), such as
shagbark and shellbark hickory, which have exfoliating or defoliating bark on the
trunk or branches, and

3. trees or snags, greater than or equal to 5 inches diameter breast height (d.b.h.), that
have characteristics typical of roost sites for Indiana bats, having exfoliating or
defoliating bark, or contain cracks, crevices, or holes that could be used by Indiana
bats as a potential roost.

The project site should be surveyed by a qualified person to determine the presence, amount, and
distribution of suitable summer roosting/maternity habitat, and the presence of any
mine(s)/cave(s) that could serve as a hibernacula that would be disturbed by the proposed project.
The results of the habitat evaluation should be provided to this office and it will be used to
evaluate potential impacts on either the Indiana bat or its habitat, and to determine the need for
further coordination or consultation pursuant to the Endangered Species Act (87 Stat. 884, as
amended; 16 U.S.C. 1531 et seq.).

Except for the Indiana bat and octasional transient individuals, no other Federally listed or
proposed endangered or threatened species under our jurisdiction are known to exist in the



project impact area. In addition, no habitat in the project impact area is currently designated or
proposed “critical habitat” in accordance with provisions of the Endangered Species Act.
Therefore, no further Endangered Species Act coordination or consultation with the U.S. Fish
and Wildlife Service (Service) is required. Should project plans change, or if additional
information on listed or proposed species or critical habitat becomes available, this determination
may be reconsidered. The most recent compilation of Federally listed and proposed endangered
and threatened species in New York* is available for your information.

The above comments pertaining to endangered species under our jurisdiction are provided
. pursuant to the Endangered Species Act. This response does not preclude additional Service
comments under other legislation.

'The Indiana bat is listed as endangered by the State of New York. The information requested
above should be coordinated with both this office and with the New York State Department of
Environmental Conservation (State).

Dear Ms. Allem:

Commissioner Castro has asked me to respond to your letter of JTuly 7, 2005. The Office
of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation maintains three facilities in Ulster County. These
are Bristol Beach State Park, Minnewaska State Park and Senate House State Historic Site.
Copies of the facility profiles are attached. Senate House is located in Kingston and provides
interpretive programs associated with the history of the site. The agency does not operate any
facilities within the immediate project area.

The Statewide Comprehensive Outdoor Recreation Plan provided a recreation needs
assessment by county. A copy of SCORP can be found on the agency’s website at
www.nysparks.com. However, there has not been any specific regional study conducted for the
project area that identified State Park recreational needs. Several studies have been conducted
that have assessed water access needs and the feasibility for swimming in the Hudson River. I
recommend that you contact the Hudson River Estuary Program for additional information.

Although specific comments concerning the project would be addressed after review of
the Draft Environmental Impact Statement, it is recommended that public access to the Hudson
River, such as a launch area or fishing pier, and trails along the river be considered within the
project. In addition, the appropriate level of archeological study should be undertaken.
