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Mitigation Measures

Construction Noise: Construction related noise is an unavoidable adverse impact of the
development. However, it is short-term in duration and construction activities will be limited to
8:00 A.M. to 6:00 P.M. to prevent noise impacts at night. All reasonable efforts will be made to
minimize the impact resulting from construction activities. As the design of the Project
progresses and construction scheduling is finalized, the developer will work with the community
to implement measures to minimize the effects of construction noise. Additionally, all
construction equipment used on site will be required to be in good working order and be
equipped with proper muffler systems to limit noise.

Transportation Noise: There will be a perceptible increase in transportation noise at the
intersection of Delaware Avenue and North Street, which is an unavoidable impact of the
development. However, the increase in noise at this intersection is less than 6 dBA, and
therefore, according to the NYSDEC policy “Assessment and Mitigating Noise Impacts,”
mitigation is not required. For all other intersections, the change in noise levels is less than 3
dBA, and therefore not perceptible.

Gazebo Noise: An upper limit on sound energy levels allowed from the outdoor gazebo should
be established. Decibel levels 10 feet from the outdoor gazebo should be limited to 100 dBA and
an AM and PM time limit could be placed on performances.

Mechanical Operating Noise: There are not anticipated to be any significant adverse impacts
associated with the operations of the HVAC equipment on-site. Therefore, no mitigation is
required.
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
